	Safeguarding Adults Practice Guidance

Multi-agency Public Protection Arrangements (MAPPA)
The practice guidance describes MAPPA and it’s links to safeguarding adults procedures.


MAPPA procedures may be a consideration in a safeguarding adults enquiry as it may be a method of managing risks posed by an alleged perpetrator. 
Under the Criminal Justice and Court Services Act 2000 police, probation and the prisons are the ‘responsible authority’ and have a duty to:

· Establish arrangements to assess and manage the risks posed by sexual and violent offenders.

· Monitor those arrangements and make necessary changes.

The core functions of MAPPA are the:

· Identification of relevant offenders.

· Assessment of risk.

· Management of risk.

· Sharing of relevant information amongst agencies involved in process.
Who are MAPPA Offenders?

Those offenders subject to MAPPA fall into the following categories:
Cat 1: Registered sex offender

Convicted or cautioned since 1 September 1997 or in custody for a like offence at that point of time.
Cat 2: Violent or other sex offender

Sentenced to 12 months imprisonment or more since 1 April 2001 or in custody at that point in time for a like offence and currently subject to post-release licence.

Cat 3: Other offender
Must have a conviction for an offence which indicated the offender is capable of causing serious harm to the public and must be considered by the responsible authority to pose risk of serious harm to the public.

PDP (Potentially Dangerous Person) meetings

These procedures apply when it is felt a person poses a serious risk to the public but they do not have a conviction for a relevant offence.  Further guidance on these meetings can be given by Northumbria
